Attached is a word document listing the names of the people who checked out OMS.  I also include the accessions number of the volume and the data of the transaction.

I said I'd provide a list of authors indicating which I think are foreign.  I haven't done so, because, well, I can't tell.  For example, if I didn't know better, I would have thought "John, Eugine" was an "American" name.  So I'm not so sure of what to do about this point.

Lastly, I looked to see how large the Muncie library's collection was.  Just over 11,500 items.  It looks like a pretty competent collection, at least in my opinion.  It's especially interesting to see what books were acquired when.  For example, the library seems to be established in 1875, when they acquire 2,390 or so items.  Four books by Marlitt acquired in 1875, and 2 by Hillern; both are in 2 second large batch of volumes added to the library.  It looks like the library first aqcuires histories, lives and other reference materials on 2/20/1875, then gets a huge raft on novels on 3/13/1875.  The take-away seems to be, "When the Muncie was established in 1875, Marlitt and Hillern were included in the first batch of novels add to the shelves."  I've attached the data, in case you're interested in the details.
